CDS   is   a   
PreK-12   school   and   is   1   of   30   schools   in   the   United   States   to   offer   the   full   IB   continuum   
curriculum   from   the   PYP   (Primary   Years   Program)   to   the   MYP   (Middle   Years   Program)   to   the   IB   
Diploma   Program   (IB   DP)   in   grades   11-12.    Additionally,   Carrollwood   Day   School   is   1   of   only   15   
secondary   schools   in   the   United   States   to   be   both   an   IB   and   a   Cum   Laude   Society   school.   
  

CDS   is   currently   expanding   its   physical   facility   and   is   adding   a   34,000   square   foot   
Innovation   Center   (09/2021)   to   address   the   contemporary   needs   of   STEAM   and   
entrepreneurial   students.
